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Job Description

PGY-1 Resident in Pediatrics

XYZ University Medical Center

I. Statement of Major Function

The first year Resident in Pediatrics (PGY-1, “intern”) renders care of pediatric patients in the inpatient and outpatient settings under the supervision of senior residents and attending physicians as described in the program’s policy on Resident Supervision.  This individual acts both independently and in concert with numerous departments and entities within and outside of XYZ.  The ultimate responsibility for care is via the attending physician.

II. Major Areas of Responsibility

A. Admission of patients to inpatient units including performing and documenting the history and physical examination, developing a clinical plan, and ordering initial laboratory tests.

B. Informing and working with senior residents regarding patients for which the resident has responsibility.

C. Informing and working with supervising attending physicians as appropriate.

D. Attending an outpatient experience as assigned.

E. Performance at a passing level on all in-service examinations, involvement in conferences and grand rounds as required by the residency program, and adequate completion of academic requirements as deemed necessary by the Department of Pediatrics.

III. Usual Qualifications

The PGY-1 resident in Pediatrics will be the graduate of an accredited medical school, have the necessary licenses to practice medicine in a residency setting, have applied and been accepted by the residency selection committee of the department, and will be qualified to serve as a house officer at XYZ.  Expertise in ACLS must be documented prior to beginning the PGY-1 year.
