PURPOSE FOR THE POSITION:

Under the supervision of a physician member of the medical staff, the Surgical Technician
provides direct and indirect patient care for patients of all ages, during the perioperative period.
The Surgical Technician is expected to adhere to applicable Health Central policies and
procedures and to Health Central's mission, vision and values.

ESSENTIAL RESPONSIBILITIES:
Assists with meeting the direct and indirect perioperative nursing care needs of patients of all
ages, infant through late adult and significant others.

PERMITTED TASKS:

Prepares OR for specific procedures, insuring availability of supplies and equipment.
Assists with patients of all ages, preparation in the OR.

Drape operative site as outlined in OR policy.

Cut and tie sutures as instructed by supervising medical staff member.

Suture and/or staple removal as instructed by supervising medical staff member.

Dressing application as instructed by supervising medical staff member.

Scrubs for procedures, anticipating and meeting surgeon’s needs for instruments, supplies
and equipment.

Insures accurate labeling of tissue specimens, cultures, smears, etc.

Continually monitors all in OR for sterile technique, notifying surgeon and/or nurse if breaks
occur.

Must be employed by or under a contractual agreement with a member of the Health Central
Medical Staff. Must notify Health Central Medical Staff Services immediately of any changes in
employment or supervising medical staff member.

INDEMNIFICATION:

Must provide an indemnification agreement signed by each supervising medical staff member or
proof of liability coverage in the amounts and on the terms and conditions required by the Health
Central Board of Trustees.

EDUCATION/TRAINING:
High school diploma or equivalency. Graduate of a surgical technician program or a minimum of
one year of OR experience.

LICENSURE/CERTIFICATION:
American Heart Association Heartsaver Certification is required.

INTERPERSONAL SKILLS:
Communicate cooperatively and constructively with physicians, patients, guests, and members of
the hospital team.

EXPOSURE TO HAZARDS:
Exposure to infectious diseases, blood and body fluids and chemical products.

OTHER:
A Surgical Technician must clearly identify himself/herself by appropriate identification as a
Surgical Technician to insure he/she is not mistaken for a licensed physician.
