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Critical Tests must be measured from the time of ordering to the time of identification of result. 

Critical Results must be measured from the time of identification of results to the time of receipt by the licensed caregiver.

If a critical test has a critical result, then the entire continuum must be measured.

If a critical test has a NON-critical result, then the time from ordering to the time of knowing that the result is not critical must be measured.

For NON-Critical tests, the measurement involves the time of identification of the result AS critical to the time of receipted by the caregiver.

Summary:

Critical Test & Critical Result:  measure time from ordering to time of receipt

Critical Test & NON-Critical Results: measure from time of ordering to time of result.

NON-Critical test with CRITICAL results: measure from time of result to time of receipt.

Non-Critical Tests with NON-Critical results:  no NPSG measurement required.
