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PATIENT LABEL PHYSICIAN’S ORDERS
USE BALL-POINT PEN — PRESS FIRMLY

ADULT SEDATION AND PAIN PROTOCOL

SHORT TERM VENTILATED PATIENT
(ANTICIPATED TO BE ON VENT 24 — 48 HOURS)

Analgesia (must consider pain control in all patients)
O Fentanyl 0.5 meg/kg/hour IV drip titrate to MAX of 5 mcg/kg/hour

*Sedation (reassess q 4 hours) - target Modified Ramsey Scale (MRS) =3
0 Propofol 1000 mg/100 mt IV continuous drip (titrate to MRS of 3)—MAX 50 mcg/kg/min
(Requires reorder after 48 hours.)

0 Midazolam 2.5 mg IV q 5 min, until MRS 3 (MAX 10 mg in 1 hour). If inadequate sedation after
10mg, notify physician.

LONG TERM VENTILATED PATIENT
(ANTICIPATED TO BE ON VENT GREATER THAN 48 HOURS)

0 Discontinue previously ordered short term analgesia / sedation protocol

Analgesia (must consider pain control for all patients)
0 Fentanyl 0.5 meg/kg/hour IV drip titrate to MAX of 5 meg/kg/bour

*Sedation (reassess q 4 hours) - target Modified Ramsey Scale (MRS) =3
O Midazolam 2.5 mg IV ¢ 5 min until MRS 3 (MAX 10 mg in 1 hour). If inadequate sedation after
10mg, notify physician.

If patient requires Versed bolus more than 2 consecutive hours, start
0 Midazolam 50 mg/50 ml of normal saline IV drip to target MRS 3—MAX 0.1 mg/kg/hour
(Bolus dose 0.05 mg/kg, T drip by 0.01 mg/kg/hour)

*If patient sedated, all sedation and analgesia is to be stopped at 0800 and neuro status reassessed
on a daily basis. Drips are then to be resumed at one-half the previous dose,

0 Physician to reassess neuro statns.

DELIRIUM PROTOCOL

0 Haloperidol IV:

Degree of sedation/agitation:

O Mild (disoriented, restless, can be reoriented) 2 mg
O Moderate (confused, combative) Smg. *to a MAX of 30 mg in one hour
O Severe (self harm, pulling at lines, etc.) 10 mg and 240 mg in 24 hours
Repeat q 20 min to MRS 3
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
