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This policy defines the minimum information that will be available to caregivers and

pharmacists.

Much of this information will primarily be used when pharmacists are reviewing and
“clearing” orders, but may also be accessed by other clinical staff as necessary.

The information will be accessible to all caregivers (DEFINE) and pharmacy staft.
